PALATABLE SALADS.

SHriMe SArnAD.—Tenr the leaves of
two heads of lettuce apart, put in a
salad bowl, open a can of shrimps, put
on the lettuce leaves, pour over half a
cup of mayonnaise dressing, and gar-
nish with hard-boiled eggs cut in rings.

SARDINE SALAD.—Wash the oil from
a dozen sardines, remove the skin and
bone. Put a head of crisp lettuce leaves
in asalad bowl, chopup two hard-boiled
eggs, add the sardines to the lettuce,
sprinkle with the egg, nod pour over a
plain salad dressing.

Herrivg (SMmoxuDp) Saran.—Put the
crisp leaves of a head of lettucein a
salad bowl, skin and remove the bone
from two smoked herrings, ¢chop them
and mix with the lettuce, pour over a
plain salad dressing to which have been
added the chopped whites of two hard-
boiled eggs.

AxOHOVY SALAD.—Wash, skin and
bone two anchovies, put in water to
soak half an hour, drain and dry them.
Cut three hard-boiled eggs into slices.
Arrange the leaves of a head of lettuce
in a salad bowl. Add theanchoviesand
sliced eggs, pour over a plain salad
dressing and send to the table very cold.
